Day 4, Wednesday, November 6, 2024

experiencing it first-hand. Each guest entering the ship will receive a boarding pass of an actual Titanic passenger or crew 

member. Discover your passenger or crew member’s fate at the end of your tour in the Titanic Memorial Room where 

2,208 names line this historic wall. After your tour you will be escorted to the 3rd floor secret dining room to enjoy a 1st 

Class Caption's Meal just as they did on the ship! Next, spend the afternoon at the Dollywood Theme Park! While in the 

park enjoy, "Dollywood's Smoky Mountain Christmas Festival", which is the eight-time award winner of America’s Best 

Christmas Event. You’ll find this park features four million holiday lights, more than 20 rides and attractions with elaborate 

Christmas decorations, twinkling lights and holiday-themed menus. Once in the park there are many spectacular holiday 

performances you won’t want to miss. One is, “Christmas in the Smokies”, a 12-member cast performing hometown  

holiday favorites that celebrate the joy of the season. Dinner will be on your own while visiting Dollywood. Return to the 

resort for the evening. (B, L) 
 

Day 5, Thursday, November 7, 2024 

Enjoy breakfast at the hotel before checking out. Visit SkyLand Ranch before leaving Pigeon Forge. Set on a 100 acre 

farm in the Great Smoky Mountains, visitors can take a ride on a scenic chairlift to the top of Skyland Ranch, where hours 

of fun await. Experience a mountain coaster that's over a mile long, a suspended bridge with a canopy walk, the ranch is 

home to a variety of miniature animals, food barns, and retail shops. A boxed lunch will be given as you board the bus to 

eat as you depart for the Birthplace of Country Music Museum in Bristol, VA. A short guided tour of the museum will  

provide an introduction and overview of the history, music and technology related to the Bristol Sessions. After the guided 

portion of the tour, you are free to explore on your own, and the docent will be available throughout the exhibit space for 

those who have questions or would be interested in additional information.
